General Guidelines for Scholarships and Book Allowances

1. Types of Awards:

a. Scholarships: Awarded annually to assist with tuition for undergraduates engaged in
academic study at an accredited institution of higher education_

1. Mary McLeod Bethune Scholarship: Awarded to graduating seniors and/or students
enrolled in an accredited institution, aged 22 years and younger.

2. W. E. B. Dubois Scholarship: Awarded to students enrolled in undergraduate study
at anaccredited institution, aged 23 years and older.
b. Book Allowances: Awarded annually to assist with purchase of books and general

supplies for undergraduates attending an accredited institution.

2. Applicants:
a. Must be a member of a church that is financially supportive of the United Missionary
Baptist Convention of NJ, Inc. (also referred to as “the Convention”)
b. Must be actively involved in his/her church, Association (if applicable) and the
Convention.
c. Must be enrolled or have plans to enroll in an accredited 2 or 4 year institution.
Must submit all application materials by deadlines noted above.

3. No applicant will be eligible to receive an award (scholarship or book allowance) more than
once.

4. A maximum of two awards will be made to a single Convention church in any given school year.
5. Applicants must show proof of enrollment before funds are disbursed.

Scholarships will be awarded at the Fall Session of the United Missionary Baptist Convention of NJ, Inc.
Notification will be given to the awardee prior to this date. The applicant or designee should be present
to receive the award at the time of disbursement.
